Do not start engine by shorting across starter terminals. Machine will start in gear if normal circuitry is bypassed. 

NEVER start engine while standing on ground. Start engine only from operator's seat, with transmission in neutral or park.

Use a seat belt when you operate with a roll-over protective structure (ROPS) or cab to minimize chance of injury from an 
accident such as an overturn.  

Do not use a seat belt if operating without a ROPS or cab.  

Replace entire seat belt if mounting hardware, buckle, belt or retractor show signs of damage. 

Inspect seat belt and mounting hardware at least once a year. Look for signs of loose hardware or belt damage, such as cuts, 
fraying, extreme or unusual wear, discoloration, or abrasion.

 Tractor roll-over  
 Improper starting procedures  
 Crushing and pinching during hitching  
 Collisions with other motor vehicles  
 Entanglement in PTO shafts  
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 Falling from tractor  

Avoid accidents by taking the following precautions: 

Before leaving the tractor, apply the handbrake and put the transmission in NEUTRAL (or in PARK position, if equipped). 
Leaving transmission in gear with engine stopped will NOT prevent tractor from moving. 

Be sure everyone is clear of tractor and attached equipment before starting engine. 

Never try to get on or off a moving tractor.  

When tractor is left unattended, apply the handbrake and put the transmission in NEUTRAL or PARK position, lower 
implements to the ground, stop the engine and remove the key.  

Never go near an operating PTO or an operating implement. 

If a seat belt is equipped, always fasten it in a ROPS-equipped tractor.
