OBSERVE SAFETY RULES

Wear your safety glasses while on the job.

Avoid working on equipment with the engine running.

If it is necessary to make checks with the engine run-
ning, ALWAYS USE TWO PEOPLE - with the operator,
at the controls, able to see the person doing the check-
ing. Also, put the transmission in neutral, set the

brake, and apply safety locks provided. KEEP HANDS
AWAY FROM MOVING PARTS.

Keep transmission and brake control units properly ad-
justed at all times. Before making adjustments, stop en-
gine.

Before removing any housing covers, stop engine. Take
all objects from your pockets which could fall into the
opened housings. Don’t let adjusting wrenches fall into
opened housings.

Don’t attempt to check belt tension while the engine is
running.

Don’t adjust the fuel system while the machine is in
motion.

Before repairing the electrical system, or performing a

major overhaul, make sure the batteries are disconnec-
ted.

PREVENT BATTERY EXPLOSIONS

Keep sparks, lighted matches, and open flame away
from the top of battery. Battery gas can explode.

Never check battery charge by placing a meta! object
across the posts. Use a volt-meter or hydrometer.

Do not charge a frozen battery; it may explode. Warm
battery to 16°C (60°F).

PREVENT ACID BURNS

Sulfuric acid in battery electrolyte is poisonous. it is
strong enough to burn skin, eat holes in clothing and
cause blindness if splashed into eyes.

Avoid the hazard by:

1. Filling the batteries in a well-ventilated area.

2. Wearing eye protection and rubber gloves.

3. Avoiding breathing fumes when electrolyte is added.
4. Avoiding spilling or dripping electrolyte.

5. Use proper jump start procedure.

If you spill acid on yourself:

1. Flush your skin with water.

2. Apply baking soda or lime to help neutralize the
acid.

3. Fiush your eyes with water for 10 — 15 minutes.
Get medical attention immediately.

If acid is swallowed:

1. Drink farge amounts of water or milk.

2. Then drink milk of magnesia, beaten eggs or vege-
table oil.

3. Get medical attention immediately.

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AVOID HIGH-PRESSURE FLUIDS

Escaping fluid (fuel.or hydraulic oil) under pressure
can penetrate the skin causing serious injury. Relieve
pressure before disconnecting hydraulic or other lines.
Tighten all connections before applying pressure. Keep
hands and body away from pinholes and nozzies which
eject fluids under high pressure. Use a piece of card-
board to search for leaks.

If ANY fluid is injected into the skin, it must be sur-
gically removed within a few hours by a doctor familiar
with this type of injury, or gangrene may result.

AVOID HARMFUL ASBESTOS DUST

Avoid breathing dust that may be generated when
handling components containing asbestos fibers.
Inhaled asbestos fibers may cause lung cancer.

Components in John Deere products that may contain
asbestos fibers are brake pads, brake band and lining
assemblies, clutch plates and some gaskets. The asbes-
tos used in these components is usually found in a

resin or sealed in some way. Normal handling is not
hazardous as long as airborne dust containing asbestos
is not generated.

Avoid creating dust. Never use compressed air for
cleaning. Avoid brushing or grinding of asbestos-
containing materials. When servicing, wear an approved
respirator. A special vacuum cleaner is recommended to
clean asbestos. If not available, wet the asbestos-
containing materials with a mist of oit or water.
