* To reduce fire hazard, keep engine free of grass,
leaves, or excessive grease.

Handling Fuel Safely

Fuel and Fuel Vapors Are Highly Flammable:

* Do not refuel machine while you smoke, when machine
is near an open flame or sparks, or when engine is running.
Stop engine and allow to cool before filling.

* Never remove the fuel cap or add fuel with the engine
running.

¢ Never fill fuel tank or drain fuel from a machine in an
enclosed area. Fill fuel tank outdoors.

* Prevent fires. Clean up spilled fuel immediately.

* Do not store machine with fuel in tank in a building
where fumes may reach an open flame or spark.

* Prevent fire and explosion caused by static electric

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discharge. Use only non-metal, portable fuel containers
approved by the Underwriter’s Laboratory (U.L.) or the
American Society for Testing & Materials (ASTM). If using
a funnel, make sure it is plastic and has no screen or filter.

» Static electric discharge can ignite gasoline vapors in an
ungrounded fuel container. Remove the fuel container from
the bed of a vehicle or the trunk of a car and place on the
ground away from the vehicle before filling. Keep nozzle in
contact with container opening while filling.

* When practical, remove equipment from trailers or truck
beds and refuel them on the ground. If this is not possible,
use a portable, plastic fuel container to refuel equipment on
a truck bed or trailer.

* For gasoline engines, do not use gas with methanol.
Methanol is harmful to your health and to the environment.

Tire Safety

Explosive separation of a tire and rim parts can cause
serious injury or death:

e Do not attempt to mount a tire without the proper
equipment and experience to perform the job.

* Always maintain the correct tire pressure. Do not inflate
the tires above the recommended pressure. Never weld or
heat a wheel and tire assembly. The heat can cause an

increase in air pressure resulting in a tire explosion.
Welding can structurally weaken or deform the wheel.

* When inflating tires, use a clip-on chuck and extension
hose long enough to allow you to stand to one side and not
in front of or over the tire assembly.

* Check tires for low pressure, cuts, bubbles, damaged
rims or missing lug bolts and nuts.

Using the Lift Cylinder Safety Support

To safely service vehicle always use the lift cylinder safety
support.

¢ Do not perform a service function under a
raised attachment without the lift cylinder
safety support properly installed.

¢ Empty all material from any attachment
before servicing the vehicle.

“C” (Closed) Position:

*  When performing any type of engine service.

*  When transporting.

* During periods of extended storage.

“0” (Open) Position:

e Fuel shut-off valve must be in the full open position for
proper fuel delivery to the engine.

Using the Park Brake

A CAUTION: Avoid injury! Always lock the park
brake when the utility vehicle is left
unattended. The vehicle may begin to move
without an operator present if park brake is not
locked.

To Lock Park Brake:

e Pull up lever (A) and latch into position.

To Unlock Park Brake:
e Pull up on lever (A).
* Depress button (B).

* Push lever (A) down completely. Instrument panel
indicator light must go out.

Using the Differential Lock Lever

A CAUTION: Avoid injury! Chance of tipping the
vehicle is increased when the differential lock
is engaged. Do not attempt to turn the vehicle
on slopes and hills. Do not operate the vehicle
at high speeds.

The differential lock is used to provide better traction when
the rear wheels of the vehicle start to slip. Engaging the
differential lock lever will lock the left and right rear axles
together and cause both rear wheels to turn at equal
speeds for maximum traction.

IMPORTANT: Avoid damage! Do not engage
differential lock when the vehicle is traveling at high
speeds.

NOTE: Vehicle turning radius is increased when the
differential lock is engaged.
