Raising and Lowering

The hydraulic lift reel attachment enables the oper-
ator to control the height of the reel from the opera-
tor’s platform.

The hydraulic lift reel is controlled by a iever on the
left-hand side of the steering column.

To raise the reel, move the lever rearward. To low-
er the reel, move the lever forward. The lever auto-
matically returns to neutral when released.

Speed of Lowering

Access Pfate. in Floorboard Removed

The control valve, located under the operator's
platform, has an adjustment to control speed of reel
lowering. A nut located on the valve, can be turned in
or out to change spool travel. By turning nut in, lower-

ing speed is decreased; by turning nut out, iowering
speed is increased.

Height Range

The height range of the reel is determined by the
iocation of the bottom of the hydraulic cylinders in the
adjusting brackets. Seiect the range that is right for
the crop being harvested. Be certain that both cylin-
ders are adjusted alike or the reel will not be level
with the cutter bar.

IMPORTANT: When the hydraulic cylinders are
completely retracted, be certain that the reel slats or
tines (pickup reel) do not strike the cutter bar.

Leveling

Always keep the reel level with the cutter bar. Be
sure both hydraulic cylinders are located in the same
hole in each adjusting bracket as expiained above.

If, during operation, one end of the reei is lower
than the other, raise the reel to its highest position or
lower the reel to its lowest position. When both hy-
draulic cylinders are compietely extended or retract-
ed, the reel can then be returned to its original posi-
tion and it will automatically be level.

If the reel cannot be leveled by extending or rec-
tracting the hydraulic cylinders as explained above,
air may be trapped in the system. To bleed air from
the hydraulic system at the slave cylinder, see page
4.

HYDROSTATIC DRIVE REEL

The reel speed may be changed from 5 rpm to 40
rpm with a pickup reel or from 8 rpm to 64 rpm with a
bat reel by turning the contral knob on the console.

Teo increase the reel speed, turn the knob toward
FAST. To decrease the reel speed, turn the knob to-
ward SLOW.

Use the reference indicator as a guide to return to
the reel speed that was previously found best for a
particular crop or field condition.

The hydrostatic drive reel attachment enables the
operator to vary the speed of the reel without leaving
the gperater's platform.

Bleeding the System

if the hydraulic hoses have been disconnected
from the cylinder or if the reel will not remain level
with the cutter bar, all trapped air must be removed
from the cyilinders and lines.

To remove trapped air, open the bleed plug at the
upper end of the slave cylinder on the left-hand side
of the cutting platform. Then, raise the reel. When oil
flowing out the bleed plug opening is free of air bub-
bies, replace the bleed plug.

IMPORTANT: Be certain that the bieed plug is
tight.

Conirol Valve

If for any reason, the coupler assembly is removed
from the controi valve, be sure the smooth side of the
orifice is against the adapter when reinstalling adapt-
er inte control valve.

Connecting and Disconnecting Hoses

When the hydraulic hose is connected to control
valve, snap protective cap and plug together as
shown above.

Whenever the hydraulic hose is disconnected from
controt valve, be sure to insert protective plug into
coupler body as shown in iltustration at bottam of left-
hand column and snap protective cap over coupler
nose,

Loosen four carriage bolts “A.”

Loosen lock nut A, Pull motor and support bracket rearward on reel

Turn cap screw "B" out against support casting, arm until the chain will operate without climbing or
forcing pump sheave against belt. jumping sprocket teeth.

Tighten belt untii it will operate without slipping. Tighten carriage bolts " A."
Tighten lock nut “A."

IMPORTANT: Keep this belt tight at afl times. Connecting Hoses

6600 and 7700 Combines

IMPORTANT: When the hoses are disconnected
from the oil lines to the motor, be sure to connect the
pressure line to the return line at the combine as
shown to assure a free flow of fluid 1o the reservoir.
Failure to provide for the return flow will result in con-
stant operation of the relief valve which will eventually
overheat and damage the hydraulic system.
