LOCATION REFERENCE

""Right-hand'' and ""left-hand'’
sides are determined by facing in
the direction the attachment will
travel when in use.

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OPERATION

The straw chopper chops the
straw into short lengths and, at the
same time, bruises it so thatdecom-
position can take place rapidly. The
adjustable fins can be adjusted to
spread the material in an even, thin
layer over a wide area behind the
combine. They also can be adjusted
to keep the material off the uncut
crop.

ADJUSTING WIDTH OF SPREAD

Set the adjustable fins at the dis-
charge end so the chopped material
is spread evenly over the entire
width of cut and so it does notcover
the uncut crop. Loosen lock bolts
and hinge bolts, position fins as
required, and tighten bolts. Addi-
tional width of spread canbe obtained
by moving the inner ends of fins
to slots "A."

ADJUSTING BAFFLE PLATE

The baffle plate is adjustable up
and down to control the distance the

chopped material is thrown. In the
highest position, the chopped mate-
rial will be thrown the maximum
distance; in the lowest position, it
will be thrown the minimum dis-
tance. Loosen nuts at "B," both
sides, position baifle plate at de-
sired height and tighten nuts.

ADJUSTING BOTTOM PLATE

The bottom plate of the chopper
housing is hinged so the chopped
material may be directed against
the baffle plate for most eifective
spreading. Loosen nuts at "C," both
sides, position bottom plate at de-
sired location, and tighten nuts.

ADJUSTMENTS AND SERVICE

ADJUSTING DRIVE BELT AND
CHAIN TENSION

iGHTENER

Keep the drive belt tight enough
so it will run without slipping. Ad-
just belt tension with tightener
sheave. If due to belt stretch, the
tightener sheave does not tightenthe
belt sufficiently, the countershaft
bearing housing can be moved for-
ward to take up slack in the belt.

To move the bearing housing for-
ward, loosen the two cap screwg A"
and thread drive belt adjusting bolt
"B' into countershaft bearing hous-
ing. Tighten cap screws "A" when
housing has been moved far enough
forward.

After completing drive belt ad-
justments, checkthedrive chainten~
gion. The drive chain should be just
tight encugh to run without climbing
or jumping sprockets. Adjust, as
necessary, with tightener sprocket
and adjust wooden chain guides so
they are directly under the chain,
with a slight clearance between chain
and ends of guides. Adjust chain
guide front suppori '"C" so chain is
centered in guides.

Do not use the guides as chain
tighteners.

REMOVING SIEVE OR CHAFFER

It is not necessary to remove the
straw chopper housing from the sep-
arator, however, the housing can bhe
moved rearward to obtain more
working room. To move housing
rearward, remove drive belt and
bolts holding straw chopper to hang-
er. Slide housing back about half
way and install bolt temporarily in
center hole in hanger.

ADJUSTING BL ADES AND
SPACERS

The straw chopper blades should
be free to rotate with an absolute
minimum of side play.

On a 55 or 65 Combine, if the
blades are not free or if theytendto
stay in one position, correct as fol-
lows:

Remove cotter pin from nut ""A"'
on one end of the hinge rod. Back off
nut one castellation at a time, until
all blades are free to rotate. Adjust
nuts ''A'"" on the other two rods
equally.

If blades have too muchside play,
tighten eachnut " A’ an equal amount
until side play is at a minimum.

After adjustments have been
made, replace cotter pins.

On a 95LL, 95H, 96, 105, or 106
Combine, if the blades are not free,
or if they tend to stay in one posi-
tion, see your John Deere dealer.

ALIGNING BL ADES

The proper clearance between the
rotary blades and the stationary knife
sections is 19/32-inch.

If adjustment is necessary, locsen
bearing locking ccllars and move the
rotor blade assembly to obtain the
19/32-inch clearance. Tightenlock-

ing collars after making adjustment.
