John Deere parts fit properly and
insure satisfactory service because

""Right-hand'" and ''left-hand"
sides are determined by facing in
the direction the attachment will
travel when in use.

"Clockwise' refers to parts
turning to the right like the hands
of a clock.

"Counterclockwise' refers to
parts turning to the left.

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SPREADING

The straw spreader spreads the
straw in an even layer over a wide
area behind the combine.

The straw spreader canbe easily
adjusted to do an excellent job of
windrowing straw for baling by re-
moving drive belt, hub, and blades.

ADJUSTING DRIVE BELT

Straw spreader drive belt mustbe
adjusted just tight enough to run
without slipping for even distribu-
tion of straw. On the 40, 42, and 45
Combines, loosen bolts ""A'" ingear

TIGHTENE
SHEAVE
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Adjusting Belt on 40, 42 and 45 Combines
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case support plate and bolts "B in
bearing support bracket and adjust
support bracket to obtain proper
belt tension. Tighten bolts. Cn the 55,
65, 95LL, 95H, and ‘96 Combines,
adjust belt tightener sheave to cbhtain
proper belt tension.

STORAGE

Remove drive belt and store in a
dry, cool place where it will not be
subject to damage. Protect drive
shaft and all sheet metal parts from
rust by use of paint or grease.

Be sure to lubricate all grease
fittings before using spreader again.

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SAFETY SUGGESTIONS

Investigation of thousands offarm
machinery accidents shows that
careless use of farm machinery
causes nearly 1/3 of all farm ac-
cidents. You can make your farm a
safer place to live and work if you
observe these sgafety suggestions.
Study them carefully and insist that
they be followed by those working
with you and for you.

Combine should be operated only
by responsible persons who have
been delegated to do so.

Clothing worn by operator should
be fairly tight and belted. Loose
jackets, sgkirts, shirts, or sleeves
should never be worn because of the
danger of getting into moving parts.

Make sure everyone is clear of
machinery before starting so noone
can be struck by moving parts,

Don't allow anyone to stand behind
the straw spreader while it is run-
ning.

Be certain the straw spreader
guard is installed.

Never clean, oll, or adjust the
straw spreader with the combine
engine running.

Keep a first-aid kit handy for use
in case of accident. Apply proper
antiseptics to cuts and scratches
without delay, to prevent the pos-
sibility of infection.

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LUBRICATION

The economical and efficient op-
eration of any machine or equipment
is dependentupon regular and proper
lubrication. Neglect leads to reduced

efficiency, wear, breakdown, andre-
placement of parts.

Wipe dirtfrom grease fittings and
nozzle of grease gun before greasing.
Use SAE multipurpose grease in gun
and grease each fitting periodically,
as specified. Replace all missing
grease fittings immediately.
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=  Lubricate every 10 hours
10H / with SAE multipurpose
grease.
