Safety

Operator Training Required

* Read the operator’s manual and other training material. If the operator or
mechanic cannot read English, it is the owner’s responsibility to explain
this material to them. This publication is available in other languages.

* Become familiar with the safe operation of the equipment, operator
controls, and safety signs.

* All operators and mechanics should be trained. The owner of the
machine is responsible for training the users.

* Never let children or untrained people operate or service the equipment.
Local regulations may restrict the age of the operator.

* The owner/user can prevent and is responsible for accidents or injuries
occurring to themselves, other people, or property.

* Operate the machine in an open, unobstructed area under the direction
of an experienced operator.
Preparation

* Evaluate the terrain to determine what accessories and attachments are
needed to properly and safely perform the job. Only use accessories and
attachments approved by the manufacturer.

* Wear appropriate clothing including hard hat, safety glasses and hearing
protection. Long hair, loose clothing or jewelry may get tangled in moving
parts.

* Inspect the area where the equipment is to be used and remove all
objects such as rocks, toys and wire that can present a hazard while using
the machine.

* Use extra care when handling gasoline and other fuels. They are
flammable and vapors are explosive.

a.Use only an approved container.

b.Never remove gas cap or add fuel when engine is running. Do not
smoke.

c.Never refuel or drain the machine indoors.

» Check that the operator’s presence controls (if equipped), safety

switches and shields are attached and functioning properly. Do not
operate unless they are functioning properly.

Operating Safely

* Read, understand and follow all instructions on the machine and in the
manual before starting. Be thoroughly familiar with the controls and the
proper use of the machine before starting.

* Do not put hands or feet near rotating parts. Keep clear of the discharge
opening at all times. Stay behind the handle when the engine is running.

* Do not touch muffler, cylinder, cooling fins, or other hot surfaces.
Running engines produce heat and will remain hot for a period of time
after shutdown.

* Do not operate machine near hot or burning debris or any toxic or
explosive materials.

* Always be aware of surroundings and stay alert for possible hazards that
might not be heard due to machine noise.

* Be sure the area is clear of bystanders before operating. Stop machine if
anyone enters the area.

* Do not operate machine without the air director cone, tube or nozzle,
guards, or other safety protective devices in place and working.

* Never leave a running machine unattended.

» Stop the engine and wait until the rotating parts come to complete stop
before cleaning the machine.

» Operate machine only in daylight or good artificial light.

* Do not operate the machine while under the influence of alcohol or
drugs.

* Never operate machine in wet grass. Always be sure of your footing.
Walk; never run.

* If the machine should start to vibrate abnormally, stop the engine and
check for the cause immediately. Vibration is generally a warning of
trouble.

* Breathing protection is recommended when operating machine.

» See manufacturer’s instructions for proper operation and installation of
accessories. Only use accessories approved by the manufacturer.

* Inspect machine before you operate. Be sure hardware is tight. Repair or
replace damaged, badly worn, or missing parts. Make any necessary
adjustments before you operate.

* Make sure spark plug, muffler, fuel cap and air cleaner are in place
before starting the engine.

» Keep safety labels visible when installing accessories and attachments.

* Do not operate machine with a cracked or damaged impeller.

Parking Safely

1. Stop machine on a level surface, not on a slope.
2. Move speed control lever to slow position.

3. Stop the engine.

4. Wait for engine and all moving parts to stop.

5. Remove the spark plug wire before servicing the machine.

Using a Spark Arrestor

The engine in this machine is not equipped with a spark arrestor muffler.
The California Public Resources Code, section 4442.5 provides as
follows:

No person shall sell, offer for sale, lease, or rent to any person any internal
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SAFETY

combustion engine subject to Section 4442 or 4443, and not subject to
Section 13005 of the Health and Safety Code, unless the person provides
a written notice to the purchaser or bailee, at the time of sale or at the time
of entering into the lease or rental contract, stating that it is a violation of
Section 4442 or 4443 to use or operate the engine on any forest-covered,
brush-covered, or grass-covered land unless the engine is equipped with
a spark arrestor, as defined in Section 4442, maintained in effective
working order or the engine is constructed, equipped, and maintained for
the prevention of fire pursuant to Section 4443. Cal. Pub. Res. Code
4442 5.

Other states or jurisdictions may have similar laws. A spark arrestor for
your machine may be available from your authorized dealer. An installed
spark arrestor must be maintained in good working order by the operator.

Operating Safely on Slopes

* Slopes are a major factor related to slip and fall accidents which can
result in severe injury. Operation on all slopes requires extra caution. If you
feel uneasy on a slope, do not operate machine on it.

* Operate across the face of slopes, never up and down. Use extreme
caution when changing direction on slopes.

» Watch for holes, ruts, bumps, rocks or other hidden objects. Uneven
terrain could cause a slip and fall accident. Tall grass can hide obstacles.

* Do not operate on wet grass or excessively steep slopes. Poor footing
could cause a slip and fall accident.

* Do not operate near drop offs, ditches, or embankments. The operator
could lose footing or balance.

Wear Appropriate Clothing

{’3 * Always wear eye protection when operating

» Wear close fitting clothing and safety
equipment appropriate for the job.

* While operating this machine, always wear substantial footwear and long
trousers. Do not operate the equipment when barefoot or wearing open
sandals.

* Wear a suitable protective device such as earplugs. Loud noise can
cause impairment or loss of hearing.

Practice Safe Maintenance

U * Only qualified, trained adults should service

this machine. Understand service procedure
before doing work.

* Never operate machine in a closed area

where dangerous carbon monoxide fumes can collect.

* Keep all nuts and bolts tight to be sure the equipment is in safe working
condition.

*» Never tamper with safety devices. Check their proper operation regularly.

» Keep machine free of grass, leaves or other debris build-up. Clean up oil
or fuel spillage and remove any fuel-soaked debris. Allow the machine to
cool before storing.

* If you strike a foreign object, stop and inspect the machine. Repair, if
necessary, before restarting.

* Never make adjustments or repairs with the engine running. Wait for all
movement to stop before adjusting, cleaning or repairing. Disconnect the
spark plug wire, and ground against the engine to prevent accidental
starting.

» Maintain or replace safety and instruction labels, as necessary.

» Keep hands, feet, clothing, jewelry, and long hair away from any moving
parts, to prevent them from getting caught.

* Keep all parts in good condition and properly installed. Fix damage
immediately. Replace worn or broken parts.

* Do not strike the flywheel with a hammer or hard object because the
flywheel may later shatter during operation.

* Do not check for spark with a spark plug or spark plug wire removed. Use
an approved spark tester.

Prevent Fires

* Machine fires and structure fires can occur if a machine is stored before
allowing it to cool, if debris is not removed from critical areas of the
machine, or if machine is stored near combustible materials.

* Remove grass and debris from engine compartment and muffler area,
before and after operating machine.

* Always shut off fuel when storing or transporting machine, if the machine
has a fuel shutoff.

* Do not store machine near an open flame or source of ignition, such as a
water heater or furnace.

* Check fuel lines, tank, cap, and fittings frequently for cracks or leaks.
Replace if necessary.

Handling Fuel Safely

To avoid personal injury or property
damage, use extreme care in handling fuel.
Fuel is extremely flammable and fuel
vapors are explosive:

* Extinguish all cigarettes, cigars, pipes, and
other sources of ignition.

* Use only an approved fuel container. Use
only non-metal, portable fuel containers
approved by the Underwriter’s Laboratory
(U.L.) or the American Society for Testing &
Materials (ASTM). If using a funnel, make sure
it is plastic and has no screen or filter.

* Never remove the fuel tank cap or add fuel with the engine running. Allow
engine to cool before refueling.

* Never add fuel to or drain fuel from the machine indoors. Move machine
outdoors and provide adequate ventilation.

* Clean up spilled fuel immediately. If fuel is spilled on clothing, change
clothing immediately. If fuel is spilled near machine, do not attempt to start
the engine but move the machine away from the area of spillage. Avoid
creating any source of ignition until fuel vapors have dissipated.

* Never store the machine or fuel container where there is an open flame,
spark, or pilot light such as on a water heater or other appliance.

* Prevent fire and explosion caused by static electric discharge. Static
electric discharge can ignite fuel vapors in an ungrounded fuel container.

* Never fill containers inside a vehicle or on a truck or trailer bed with a
plastic liner. Always place containers on the ground away from your
vehicle before fueling.

* Remove fuel-powered equipment from the truck or trailer and refuel it on
the ground. If this is not possible, then refuel such equipment with a
portable container, rather than from a fuel dispenser nozzle.

* Keep the nozzle in contact with the rim of the fuel tank or container
opening at all times until the fueling is complete. Do not use a nozzle lock-
open device.

* Never overfill fuel tank. Replace fuel tank cap and tighten securely.
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* Replace all fuel container caps securely after use.

* For gasoline engines, do not use gas with methanol. Methanol is harmful
to your health and to the environment.

Handling Waste Product and Chemicals

Waste products, such as, used oil, fuel, coolant, brake fluid, and batteries,
can harm the environment and people:

* Do not use beverage containers for waste fluids - someone may drink
from them.

* See your local Recycling Center or authorized dealer to learn how to
recycle or get rid of waste products.

* A Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) provides specific details on
chemical products: physical and health hazards, safety procedures, and
emergency response techniques. The seller of the chemical products
used with your machine is responsible for providing the MSDS for that
product.

1. Remove two bolts (A), four washers, and two locknuts from lower
handles (B).

2. Install upper handle (C) to outside of lower handles with hardware just

removed.

3. Secure throttle cable (D) and traction drive cable (E) to the bent areas of
upper handle assembly with tie straps (F) so cables do not rub against any
moving parts.

4. Unfold the debris bag (G), and fasten quick disconnect connector (H) to
debris bag neck ().

5. Raise exhaust cover (J) and install opposite end of quick disconnect
connector (H) onto vacuum housing.

6. Attach top of bag to four posts (K) on upper handle assembly.
7. Tighten all hardware.

8. Connect engine spark plug wire.

Check and Add Engine Oil

1. Remove dipstick and check engine oil level. (See Checking Engine Oil
Level in the SERVICE section.)

2. Add the supplied oil as needed up to the FULL mark on the dipstick. Do
not overfill.

Fill Fuel Tank
Fill the fuel tank. (See Filling Fuel Tank in the SERVICE section.)

Check Tire Pressure

A CAUTION: Avoid injury! Explosive separation of tire and
rim parts is possible when they are serviced incorrectly:

* Do not attempt to mount a tire without the proper equipment
and experience to perform the job.

* Do not inflate the tires above the recommended pressure.

* Do not weld or heat a wheel and tire assembly. Heat can
cause an increase in air pressure resulting in an explosion.
Welding can structurally weaken or deform the wheel.

* Do not stand in front or over the tire assembly when inflating.
Use a clip-on chuck and extension hose long enough to allow
you to stand to one side.

1. Check tires for damage.
2. Check tire pressure with an accurate gauge.

3. Add or remove air, if necessary.
