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AVOID INJURY FROM THROWN OBJECTS

Extreme care must be exercised to avoid injury from
thrown objects. Do not, under any circumstances,
operate the mower-conditioner when other people are in
the vicinity. Stones and other objects can be thrown
great distances by the rotating cutting blades.

Prevent collisions between other road users, slow moving
tractors with attachments or towed equipment and
self-propelled machines on public roads. Frequently
check for traffic from the rear, especially in turns, and
use turn signal lights.

On self-propelled equipment, disconnect battery ground
cable (-) before making adjustments on electrical
systems or welding on machine.

On towed implements, disconnect wiring harnesses from
tractor before servicing electrical system components or
welding on machine.
