READ THIS MANUAL carefully to learn how to
operate and service your machine correctly. Failure to
do so could result in personal injury or equipment
damage. This manual and safety signs on your
machine may also be available in other languages.
(See your John Deere dealer 1o order.)

THIS MANUAL SHOULD BE CONSIDERED a
permanent part of your machine and should remain
with the machine when you sell it.

MEASUREMENTS in this manual are given in both
metric and customary U.S. unit eguivalents. Use only
correct replacement parts and fasteners. Metric and
inch fasteners may require a specific metric or inch
wrench.

RIGHT-HAND AND LEFT-HAND sides are determined
by facing in the direction the implement will traval
when going forward.

WRITE PRCDUCT IDENTIFICATION NUMBERS
{P.LLN.} in the Specification section. Accurately record

all the numbers to help in tracing the machine should
it be stolen. Your dealer also needs these numbers
when you order parts. File the identification numbers
in a secure place off the machine.

WARRANTY is provided as part of John Deere's
suppott program for customers who operate and
maintain their equipment as described in this manual.
The warranty is explained on the warranty cetiificate
which you should have received from your dealer.

This warranty provides you the assurance that John
Deere will back its products where defects appear
within the warranty period. In some circumstances,
John Deere also provides field improvements, often
without charge 1o the customer, even if the product is
out of warranty. Should the equipment be abused, or
modified to change its performance beyond the
original factory specifications, the warranty will
become void and field improvements may be denied.
Setting fuel delivery above specifications or otharwise
overpowering machines will result in such action.

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OPERATE MOWER SAFELY

1. Inspect machine before each use. Before each use,
check tightness of all nuts and bolis, particularly those
securing the disks and knives.

2. Keep all shields and plastic cover in place.

3. Stop the tractor engine and wait until all moving parts

have stopped before leaving operator’s position to
adjust, lubricate, clean or unclog machine.

4. Do not lean against, sit or stand on the cutterbar
plastic cover or its suppoerting framework.

5. Make certain everyone is clear of machine before
starting engine or beginning operation.

6. Do not operate mower with cutterbar raised to vertical
position,

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AVOID INJURY FROM THROWN OBJECTS

Extreme care must be exercised to avoid injury from
thrown objects. Do not, under any circumstances,
operate mower when other people are in the vicinity.
Stones and cther objects can be thrown great distances
by the rotating cutting blades.

The cutterbar cover is very important to reduce the
potential for thrown objects. Always keep this cover
down when operating the mower. Replace the cover,
using genuine John Deere parts or their equivalent, if it

¢ should become worn or damaged.

For additional operator protection from thrown objects, it
is recommended that the 240 and 260 Rotary Disk
Mowers be used with tractors having an operator
enclosure.

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SAFETY
