MEASUREMENTS in this manual are given in both
metric and customary U.S. unit equivalents. Use only
correct replacement parts and fasteners. Metric and
inch fasteners may require a specific metric or inch
wrench.

RIGHT-HAND AND LEFT-HAND sides are determined
by facing the direction the implement will travel when
going forward.

WRITE PRODUCT IDENTIFICATION NUMBERS
(P.I.N.) in the Specification or Identification Numbers
section. Accurately record all the numbers to help in
tracing the machine should it be stolen. Your dealer
also needs these numbers when you order parts. File
the identification numbers in a secure place off the
machine.

BEFORE DELIVERING THIS MACHINE, your dealer
performed a predelivery inspection. After operating for
the first 100 hours, schedule an after-sale inspection
with your dealer to ensure best performance.

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USE SAFETY LIGHTS AND DEVICES

Slow moving tractors, self-propelled equipment and
towed implements or attachments can create a hazard
when driven on public roads.

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PRACTICE SAFE MAINTENANCE

Understand service procedure before doing work. Keep
area clean and dry.

Never lubricate, service, or adjust machine while it is
moving. Keep hands, feet , and clothing from
power-driven parts. Disengage all power and operate
controls to relieve pressure. Lower equipment to the
ground. Stop the engine. Remove the key. Allow
machine to cool.

Securely support any machine elements that must be
raised for service work.

Keep all parts in good condition and properly installed.
Fix damage immediately. Replace worn or broken parts.
Remove any buildup of grease, oil, or debris.

Disconnect battery ground cable (-) before making
adjustments on electrical systems or welding on
machine.

BALLASTING FOR SAFE GROUND
CONTACT

Operating, steering and braking performance of forage
harvester can be considerably affected by attachments
which alter the center of gravity of the machine. To
maintain safe ground contact, ballast the harvester at the
rear end as necessary. Observe the maximum
permissible axle loads and total weights.

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REMOVE PAINT BEFORE WELDING OR
HEATING

Avoid potentially toxic fumes and dust.

Hazardous fumes can be generated when paint is
heated by welding, soldering, or using a torch.

Do all work outside or in a well ventilated area. Dispose
of paint and solvent properly.

Remove paint before welding or heating:

« If you sand or grind paint, avoid breathing the dust.
Wear an approved respirator.

« If you use solvent or paint stripper, remove stripper
with soap and water before welding. Remove solvent or
paint stripper containers and other flammable material
from area. Allow fumes to disperse at least 15 minutes
before welding or heating.

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Preparing the Harvester

BEFORE ATTACHING THE ROW-CROP
HEADER ON SERIES 6000 HARVESTER

The 6610, 6710, 6810 and 6910 harvesters are ready to
accept the row-crop header.

Carefully follow all information given in Harvester
Operator's Manual for the ballasting, choice of row-crop el
drive speed, float adjustment and installing attaching
frame on harvester.

IMPORTANT: Before attaching row-crop header on
harvester, be sure that extensions (A)
are removed from the two arms (B).
These two extensions (A) are needed
for the 645 Windrow Pickup only. If
extensions are not removed, it will not
be possible to install row-crop header
on harvester.

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Preparing the Harvester

BEFORE ATTACHING THE 664 ROW-CROP
HEADER ON SERIES 5000 HARVESTER
EQUIPPED WITH STANDARD FLOAT
SPRINGS

When installing the 664 row-crop header for the first time
or removing the harvesting unit prior to attaching another
unit, proceed as follows:

IMPORTANT: If another harvesting unit is attached,
raise the cutterhead assembly until a
pin or bolt can be placed in lockout
hole (B) to relieve pressure on
springs (A). The springs must be
locked out whenever springs or
harvesting unit are removed from
harvester.

After springs (A) are locked out, remove the harvesting
unit and block up cutterhead assembly.

Remove standard float spring assemblies (A) from the
harvester by pulling out pins (C).

Install pivot pins (D) in arms and secure with tubular
spring pins.
