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Introduction

READ THIS MANUAL carefully to learn how to
operate and service your machine correctly. Failure to
do so could result in personal injury or equipment
damage. This manual and safety signs on your
machine may also be available in other languages.
(See your John Deere dealer to order.)

THIS MANUAL SHOULD BE CONSIDERED a
permanent part of your machine and should remain
with the machine when you sell it.

MEASUREMENTS in this manual are given in both
metric and customary U.S. unit equivalents. Use only
correct replacement parts and fasteners. Metric and
inch fasteners may require a specific metric or inch
wrench.

RIGHT-HAND AND LEFT-HAND sides are determined
by facing in the direction the implement will travel
when going forward.

WRITE PRODUCT IDENTIFICATION NUMBERS
(P.I.N.) in the Specification section. Accurately record
all the numbers to help in tracing the machine should

it be stolen. Your dealer also needs these numbers
when you order parts. File the identification numbers
in a secure place off the machine.

WARRANTY is provided as part of John Deere’s
support program for customers who operate and
maintain their equipment as described in this manual.
The warranty is explained on the warranty certificate
which you should have received from your dealer.

This warranty provides you the assurance that John
Deere will back its products where defects appear
within the warranty period. In some circumstances,
John Deere also provides field improvements, often
without charge to the customer, even if the product is
out of warranty. Should the equipment be abused, or
modified to change its performance beyond the
original factory specifications, the warranty will
become void and field improvements may be denied.
Setting fuel delivery above specifications or otherwise
overpowering machines will result in such action.

THE TIRE MANUFACTURER’S warranty applicable to
your machine may not apply outside the U.S.

PREDELIVERY CHECKLIST

After the plow has been completely assembled and
lubricated, inspect it to be sure it is in proper
operating condition before making delivery to the
customer. The following checklist is a reminder of
points to inspect. Check off each item as it is found
satisfactory or after making the necessary
adjustments.

Z The plow has been assembled according to
instructions.

Z Landsides and moldboard bolts have been correctly
tightened.

Z All the hardware has been properly tightened.

Z Lubricate all lubrication points, be sure all fittings
are taking grease.

Date Set Up

Z Reversing cycle is complete both, toward the right
as well as to the left.

Z Clean the plow and touch up any places where the
paint is nicked or scratched. Be sure all decals are
properly affixed and undamaged. Replace if
necessary.

Z This plow has been checked and, to the best of my
knowledge, is ready for delivery to the customer.

DELIVERY CHECKLIST

The following checklist is a reminder of very important
information which should be conveyed directly to the
customer at the time the plow is delivered. Check off
each item as it is fully explained.

Z Advise the customer that the life expectancy of the
plow like any other machine depends on regular
lubrication as described in the operator’s manual.

z Give the operator’'s manual to your customer and
explain all operating adjustments and lubrication.

z Explain the importance of safe and proper operation
of the machine. Point out decals warning the operator
of the dangers of unsafe operating procedures and
conditions.

Z The customer has been told to keep all bolts tight.

Z Advise the customer that the safety tension bolt or
safety trip on the bottoms are used to protect the
plow when the load is caused by obstructions of
trunks or roots in the field. take care, this is not a
mechanism to avoid constantly loads of operation.

Date Delivered

z Advise the customer that he must check the torque
of nuts and knives bolts and bottom bolts and rear
gauge wheel after the first 10 hours of operation.

Z When the plow is transported on road or highway
at night or during the day, accessory lights and
devices should be used for adequate warning to
operators of other vehicles. Various safety lights and
safety devices are available from your John Deere
dealer. In this regard, tell customers to check local
governmental regulations.

Z Show the customer how to properly hitch the plow
to the tractor and perform the main adjustments.

z Complete Delivery and Warranty Registration forms,
listing serial number of machine.

Z Explain Warranty. Have dealer and customer sign
form.

Z To the best of my knowledge, this machine has
been delivered ready for use and the customer has
been fully informed as to its proper care and
operation.

AFTER-SALE CHECKLIST

z Check for broken or damaged parts. Make
necessary repairs.

z Check the entire plow for loose or missing
hardware.

Zz When possible, operate the plow to see if it is
functioning properly.

Escaping fluid under pressure can penetrate the skin
causing serious injury.

Avoid the hazard by relieving pressure before
disconnecting hydraulic or other lines. Tighten all
connections before applying pressure.

Search for leaks with a piece of cardboard. Protect
hands and body from high pressure fluids.

If an accident occurs, see a doctor immediately. Any
fluid injected into the skin must be surgically removed
within a few hours or gangrene may result. Doctors
unfamiliar with this type of injury should reference a
knowledgeable medical source.

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USE SAFETY LIGHTS AND DEVICES

Prevent collisions between other road users, slow moving
tractors with attachments or towed equipment, and
self-propelled machines on public roads. Frequently
check for traffic from the rear, especially in turns, and
use hand signals or turn signal lights.

Use headlights, flashing warning lights, and turn signals
day and night. Follow local regulations for equipment
lighting and marking. Keep lighting and marking visible
and in good working order. Replace or repair lighting and
marking that has been damaged or lost. An implement
safety lighting kit is available from your John Deere
dealer.

PRACTICE SAFE MAINTENANCE

Understand service procedure before doing work. Keep
area clean and dry.

Never lubricate, service, or adjust machine while it is
moving. Keep hands, feet , and clothing from
power-driven parts. Disengage all power and operate
controls to relieve pressure. Lower equipment to the
ground. Stop the engine. Remove the key. Allow
machine to cool.

Securely support any machine elements that must be
raised for service work.

Keep all parts in good condition and properly installed.
Fix damage immediately. Replace worn or broken parts.
Remove any buildup of grease, oil, or debris.

Disconnect battery ground cable (-) before making
adjustments on electrical systems or welding on
machine.

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REMOVE PAINT BEFORE WELDING OR
HEATING

Avoid potentially toxic fumes and dust.

Hazardous fumes can be generated when paint is
heated by welding, soldering, or using a torch.

Do all work outside or in a well ventilated area. Dispose
of paint and solvent properly.

Remove paint before welding or heating:

« If you sand or grind paint, avoid breathing the dust.
Wear an approved respirator.

« If you use solvent or paint stripper, remove stripper
with soap and water before welding. Remove solvent or
paint stripper containers and other flammable material
from area. Allow fumes to disperse at least 15 minutes
before welding or heating.

TRANSPORT PLOW SAFELY

For adequate transport clearence on plow, do not use
tractor with rear tires smaller than 18.4 x 38.

Transport plow at maximum speed of 10 mi/h (16 km/h).

Reduce speed when traveling over rough ground.

Always travel at a speed that permits adequate control of
steering and stopping.

Use a seat belt when operating the tractor with
ROLLO-VER protective structure (ROPS) to minimize the
risk of injury from an accident such as an overturn. Do
not use a seat belt if operating without a (ROPS).

CAUTION: Plow must be transported with
bottom frame in centered position. Be aware of
height and width restrictions to avoid collision
with overpasses or other road users.
