The extinguishers should be
inspected at least every 200 hours of picker operation or
once a month. Keep a record of inspections on the tag
which comes with the extinguisher instruction booklet.

BATTERY SAFETY

Before working under units, fully extend unit lift cylinders
and use cable (A) to lower safety stops over rods.

DO NOT check the water level in a hot radiator by
removing cap. Check overflow tank.

Shut off engine and remove key when working on picker
unless specifically told to leave engine running.

Replace all guards and shields removed for servicing.

* units are disengaged

* gear shift is in neutral
