	Connecting Box Blade to Tractor
	Figure 1 . 3-Point Hitch Connection
	1. To avoid interference with the box blade, adjust tractor drawbar to the shortest and highest position.
	2. Attach the tractor's lower lift arms to the box blade and secure in place with Category 1 mounting pin (1) and lynch pin (2).
	3. Attach the tractor's top link to the top of the box blade's mast and secure with the heavy-duty top link pin and retaining pin supplied with the tractor top link.


	Adjusting Top Link
	Scarifying
	1. Place the scarifier shanks in position with the points facing toward the tractor.
	2. Lock into position with the lock pins provided. The lower shank position provides the greatest ground penetration.
	3. Lower the box blade and drive the tractor ahead to begin the scarifying operation.
	4. Adjust the depth of the scarifier by tilting the unit with the tractor top link. Shortening the top link will provide deeper and more aggressive operation.

	Scraping
	1. Raise or remove the scarifier shanks. Lower the box blade and drive forward to move material.
	2. Adjust the depth of the blade by tilting the unit with the tractor top link.
	3. To change the level of the blade, shorten or lengthen the tractor lift arm tilt link to provide the correct slope.
	4. Spread material by gradually raising the box blade as the tractor moves forward.

	Backfilling
	1. Raise or remove scarifier shanks.
	2. Lower the blade to the ground and back up into the fill material.
	3. Shorten the top link to raise the cutting blade and control how much the blade digs in.

	4. Replace safety and lock pins.

	1. Remove scarifier shank from the scarifier bar.

	3. Install replacement tooth and use a punch (3) to bend the locking tab (4) into the retaining hole on both sides of the shank.
	4. Reinstall the shank in the scarifier holder.

	2. Place right mast plate (2) to the inside of right cross support bar and secure into position using three hex flange screws (19) and flange lock nuts (17). See page 16 for parts diagram.
	3. Repeat step to install left mast plate (3).
	4. Place spacer sleeve (23) between mast plates at lower front hole and secure into position using cap screws (22), two (one on either side) flat washers (21), and lock nuts (20). Install second sleeve (23) in lower rear hole.
	5. Tighten 5/8" hardware to 170 lbs-ft and 3/4" hardware to 297 lbs-ft.

	Figure 7 . Spacer Sleeve Installation
	1. Remove rear cutting edge from box blade.
	2. Place tailgate (5) against rear of box blade and align mounting holes.
	3. Insert tailgate pin (4) through holes on box blade and tailgate. Secure tailgate pin into position using flat washers (24) and spring pins (15).
	4. Attach cutting edge against tailgate and align holes and secure into position using hardware previously removed.
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
